
“Most Laotian people love to sing a spiri-

tual and an emotional song. These may be 

accompanied by an electric guitar or on a 

traditional Laotian instrument. We sing 

with emotion, allowing our spirits to con-

nect with God. To us, being in God's pres-

ence is the most significant thing in wor-

ship. When we sing we stand up and when 

we come to the altar we kneel down. We 

believe that this is a polite and respectful 

way to approach God.”  (fr: Exalting the 

King, Captain Vong Luanghamdeng) 

“Korea is known as the land of the morning calm 

because of the tradition Korean Christians have 

of Morning Prayer.
