Information for New Teams

1. The Salvation Army Basketball League enrolls teams that are already complete with coaches and players.  Your players may attend different schools or live in different school districts.  We have no restrictions on how teams form.

2. Teams are responsible for ordering their own uniforms.  Matching jersey colors are required with numbers preferably on the front and back.  Legal numbers have only the digits 0, 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 included in them (such as 3, 34, and 55).  Illegal numbers have the digits 6, 7, 8, or 9 in them (such as 56, 72, and 99).  Please order your jerseys well before your first game to ensure you have them on time.

3. Teams are responsible for finding a gym to practice in.  Possible options include schools, churches, or private clubs.  The Salvation Army does not provide an insurance waiver for team practice facilities.

4. Teams are scheduled to play games vs. competition of similar ability. Your team may be playing teams a little older or younger if we feel the game will be competitive.  Teams are re-ranked prior to each session in an effort to offer proper competition for them.

5. Scores are updated daily and can be located on our website.

6. We do not award trophies or league championships.  Teams can focus on playing each individual game without the distraction of falling behind in the standings.

7. New registration begins August 5 by mail only.  A limited number of spots will remain following priority registration for returning teams. Preparations for registration should begin a couple months in advance so are you ready to go at the beginning of new team registration.  A delay in registering may cause your team to be turned away due to the league filling up.

8. All new coaches/ assistant coaches are required to attend a Coaches/ Rules Interpretation/ Safe from Harm meeting prior to their first game.  The dates are listed on the Sportsmanship Link.
