By evening The Salvation Army had her safely
sifuated in a hotel, and connected her to other
agencies that could provide support resources
including food, assistance in finding work, an in-
come and appropriate living quarters.  Two
weeks |later she moved info her new apartment,
and with the help of The Salvation Army was pro-
vided with basic furnishings, including beds, lin-
ens, and clothing for her and her children.

In April Louisa was able to move into a
larger apartment, better suited for two growing
girls, and featuring a much more manageable
income based rental fee. She has a part fime
job in a local clothing store and has recently
been offered a full time manufacturing job with
benefits. She has one year of college, and is now
working to get her grades fransferred to MPTC
where she hopes to obtain her CNA degree.

Louisa has found a church home, mean-

ingful work, and a support system with people
who care about her and her girls. “Stay Prayer-
ful" is her mantra. “It's staying prayerful that has
kept me strong when | was at my weakest,” she
says. “The Lord led me to The Salvation Army
and to a better life. | thank God every day for
the people at The Salvation Army and how they
really care for me.
